COURSES FOR CREDIT

Listen to the language spoken by a native speaker to gain a phonemic awareness through listening
to the teacher speak with an authentic native accent.
Practice listening, speaking, reading, and writing in the language.
Develop the ability to communicate and express themselves in the language.
Gain awareness of cultures, customs, and viewpoints through interaction with a native speaker.
Increase their awareness of the internet as a tool and an informational and educational resource to
connect with people around the world and discover new cultural knowledge.
In addition to the required one-to-one hours with the instructor, students are expected to
demonstrate weekly progress through assignments completed independently.

LanguageBird Courses for Credit are designed to help students develop communicative skills and to
prepare them for further study in the language. High School Courses for Credit are college-preparatory
and academically rigorous covering a full year’s worth of material in 24 lessons. Middle School Courses
for Credit prepare students to seamlessly continue their language learning in high school and cover one
year of middle school courses in 24 lessons. The goal is to equip students to function in a culture that
speaks the language of study; use the language in meaningful contexts for personal enjoyment,
enrichment, and potential future travel; and appreciate the role of the language and culture in a global
context through conversing regularly with a native speaker.

The most popular programs at LanguageBird are the Courses for Credit which represent 87% of
programs purchased in 2021. However, LanguageBird does offer other programs which are
complementary to the Courses for Credit. They can also be taken independently from Courses for Credit.

Students can also select Bird Bundles, which combine Courses for Credit with Tutoring & Test Prep,
which is ideal for students who need extra support or practice beyond just their hour-long Courses for
Credit lessons. This way, students have one “learning” lesson and then an additional practice/support
tutoring hour for homework, extra questions, or reviewing concepts.

Chirp Room Chat Rooms and Culture Camp offer additional opportunities to explore languages and
cultures with other students. Students can also take the Global Seal of Biliteracy, an internationally
recognized credential that certifies proficiency in any of our offered languages, to demonstrate their
language-learning accomplishment

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At LanguageBird we know that the best way to learn is through a one-to-one tailored format. Instructors
design lessons to accommodate students’ interests and learning styles, and teach at a pace that is
comfortable yet challenges each student. We firmly believe there is no better or faster way to learn than
private lessons with an expert instructor.

When students were asked what aspects of the LanguageBird teaching philosophy they liked most, 73%
of students indicated the one-to-one teaching format was one of the things that they liked most.

For the students who deal with anxiety learning and then speaking a new language, this one-to-one
model provides them a safe, supportive environment where they can practice and make mistakes. In
fact, when students were asked what aspects of the LanguageBird teaching philosophy they liked most,
72% of students indicated that because of the LanguageBird teaching philosophy they did not feel
stressed or anxious during the lessons. Not all students deal with stress and anxiety in language
learning, but for those who do, the LanguageBird way can help them navigate those issues.

I have been teaching English and Spanish as a second language for about 14 years now. I have
taught in both a traditional classroom and personalized one-to-one instruction. From experience,
I would have to say that the latter has proven to be the most beneficial for each of my students.
